MASTER REFERENCE

DESCRIPTION

The attached Excel file (RRTMASTER.xls) provides a comprehensive listing of those items of supply which have been considered for candidacy in the RRT program.  Identification is based on either the National Item Identification Number (NIIN) and/or Key Code, each of which has a separate spreadsheet.  The spreadsheet titled “KEYMASTER” is a reflection of the data indexed and sorted by Key Code while the spreadsheet titled “NIINMASTER” is the same data indexed and sorted by NIIN.  Both spreadsheets contain the same data but differ in data sorting.  In addition to identification of the candidates, relevant program data are provided for each of the candidates that have been accepted for program execution.  These data include the program execution status, the origin of the candidate for consideration and several supply related data elements.

DATA ELEMENTS AND DESCRIPTIONS:

1. NIIN – National Item Identification Number

2. KEYCODE – A three alpha character code which defines the unique functionality of an electronic device.

3. Program Status – Divided into two elements (highlighted in yellow):

A. Candidate Status – Relative status from initial identification to program acceptance or rejection.  These are either UII or NAVSUP actions.

B. VisiCom Status – These are program execution progress status measures by the technical program contractor (VisiCom) after acceptance and execution funding by NAVSUP. 

4. Applications – The application fields (highlighted in blue) identify the various weapon systems were individual candidates are used.  There are currently 61 different weapon systems identified.  Weapon systems are primarily identified in accordance with MIL-STD-196.  In this standard equipment are identified by a five character code such as AN/SPS.  The first two characters (AN) stand for Army Navy.  The last three characters identify Installation (where it is), Type of Equipment (what it is) and Purpose (what it does).  For example, SPS translates to Water/Radar/Search and Range. 

5. Program Source – This field of data identifies the original source for candidate consideration.  The alpha character in this field relates to an index provided at the end of the spreadsheets.

6. QL Source Name – For those candidates that were introduced via the Quick Look Model, this data field identifies the QL originator by name.

7. QL Source Activity – For those candidates that were introduced via the Quick Look Model, this data field identifies the QL originator’s activity.

8. Initial Prov Date – This field identifies the Julian date when the item was initially provisioned.

9. Part Pop – Identifies the installed population of the item.

10. Cog – Item ICP.

11. FSC – Federal Supply Classification.

12. Standard Price
13. Best Replacement Factor
14. Net ( Repair) Price
15. Supply system quarterly demand.

DATA MAINTENANCE

Since the RRT program data is dynamic, the RRTMASTER.xls file will be updated as new candidates are introduced and/or candidate program status changes.   Revision date is located in cell A1 of the spreadsheet.
